Readings for 16h October 2022: 
 
Jeremiah 31.27-34 
27 The days are surely coming, says the Lord, when I will sow the 
house of Israel and the house of Judah with the seed of humans and 



the seed of animals. 28And just as I have watched over them to pluck 
up and break down, to overthrow, destroy, and bring evil, so I will 
watch over them to build and to plant, says the Lord. 29In those days 
they shall no longer say: 
‘The parents have eaten sour grapes, 
   and the children’s teeth are set on edge.’  
30But all shall die for their own sins; the teeth of everyone who eats 
sour grapes shall be set on edge.  
31 The days are surely coming, says the Lord, when I will make a 
new covenant with the house of Israel and the house of Judah. 32It 
will not be like the covenant that I made with their ancestors when I 
took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt—a 
covenant that they broke, though I was their husband,* says the 
Lord. 33But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of 
Israel after those days, says the Lord: I will put my law within them, 
and I will write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they 
shall be my people. 34No longer shall they teach one another, or say 
to each other, ‘Know the Lord’, for they shall all know me, from the 
least of them to the greatest, says the Lord; for I will forgive their 
iniquity, and remember their sin no more.  
 
 
Luke 18.1-8 
18Then Jesus* told them a parable about their need to pray always 
and not to lose heart. 2He said, ‘In a certain city there was a judge 
who neither feared God nor had respect for people. 3In that city 
there was a widow who kept coming to him and saying, “Grant me 
justice against my opponent.” 4For a while he refused; but later he 
said to himself, “Though I have no fear of God and no respect for 
anyone, 5yet because this widow keeps bothering me, I will grant 
her justice, so that she may not wear me out by continually coming.” 
’* 6And the Lord said, ‘Listen to what the unjust judge says. 7And will 
not God grant justice to his chosen ones who cry to him day and 
night? Will he delay long in helping them? 8I tell you, he will quickly 
grant justice to them. And yet, when the Son of Man comes, will he 
find faith on earth?’

St Paul’s Stained Glass Windows  (continued): 
The four memorial windows in the north wall are dedicated to 
Joseph (d.1926) and Mary (d.1929) Statham.  
The first window from the left shows St Dunstan who died in AD 
988 and whose Saint’s Day is celebrated on 19th May. Dunstan was 
born near Glastonbury into a noble family. His schooling was at a 
monastery where he learnt to read and write, but he also painted, 



made his own books, worked in wood and metal, and played the 
harp and the organ.  He later became a monk and then Abbot of 
Glastonbury. He restored the abbey, taught the monks and set up a 
system of three parts to a day: worship, study, work. King Edgar 
made Duncan Archbishop of Canterbury. For the next 20 years he 
built new monasteries, all of which had a school for teaching 
reading, writing, art, crafts and music. He is now described as 
‘Restorer of Monastic Life’. King Edgar was named ‘The Peaceful’ 
but it was Dunstan who really helped to bring peace to England.   
The window shows Dunstan in clothes of a much later period, 
wearing a Bishop’s mitre, carrying a Bishop’s crozier and holding a 
small portable organ of the type which he perhaps made. 
The second window from the left shows David King and Prophet.   
This is the David of the Bible – the descendant of Ruth and Boaz, the 
shepherd boy, the harpist, the writer of psalms, the King, the 
ancestor of Jesus.  One writer describes him as a ‘man of action, 
poet, tender lover, generous foe, stern dispenser of justice, loyal 
friend.’ 
The window shows David dressed in the same style as Duncan, with 
an ermine trimmed cloak and a gold crown.   He is plucking a small 
harp, which in his time would have been played while kneeling on 
the floor with the curved part of the harp between the knees.  There 
are many mentions of harp playing in the Bible, eg 1 Samuel 16.23, 
Psalm 33.2, 3. 
These two windows are dedicated to Joseph Statham and it has 
been suggested that perhaps he was organist here at St Paul’s. 
The third window shows the young Saul, who following his 
conversion many years later, became Paul, on a stool at the side of 
Gamaliel, and a banner on which is written ‘Search the Scriptures’. 
Gamaliel was a Pharisee, a Doctor of Law and a member of the 
highest court of the Jews in Jerusalem, the Sanhedrin. In his defence 
speech following his arrest for preaching the gospel, Paul says ‘I was 
thoroughly trained at the foot of Gamaliel in the law of our fathers.’ 
(Acts 22.3) Gamaliel’s wisdom is shown earlier in Acts (5.33-39) 
following Peter’s and the other apostles’ appearance before the 
court on the same charge. Some court members wished to put the 



apostles to death, but Gamaliel suggested that if their preaching had 
no substance it would fail, but if it were true then the court would 
be fighting against the will of God.  
The fourth window shows Timothy, who accompanied Paul on 
some of his missionary journeys, being taught by his mother Eunice. 
She was Jewish but her husband was a Gentile and they lived in 
either Lystra or Derbe – towns in what is now Turkey, and we 
presume that it was his mother who taught Timothy the scriptures 
from his childhood.  It is from the Paul’s second letter to Timothy 
that we have the  old Bible Sunday Collect including the words ‘All 
holy Scripture is written for our learning and asking us to ‘read 
mark learn and inwardly digest’ the scriptures. (2 Timothy 3.14-
16). 
As these two windows refer to teaching we wonder whether or not 
Mary Statham was a teacher in what would then be the Sunday 
School.  
It would be interesting to hear from anyone who has any 
information about the Stathams and their involvement with St 
Paul’s.
